2. Name of high school or college and current program of study, present grade or year in school, expected year of college graduation, GPA and/or class rank

3. List Leadership Roles – Top 10 (Not to exceed 200 words) – 10 Points
4. List Student and organization activities – Top 10 (Not to exceed 200 words) – 15 Points
5. Two written recommendations – 10 Points
Answer the following questions in 250 words or less per question, typed on additional sheets of paper. 

1. Give a summary of your involvement with the Junior Holstein Association. Please include how it has benefited you and you it. (25 Points)
2. What is your favorite Junior Holstein activity and why? (10 points)
3. What one thing would you change about your farm? (10 points)
4. What is your future in the U.S. agriculture industry? (10 Points)
