For example, if the MASTER gauge reads 11 psi and your gauge reads 10 psi, you may process at 10 psi when the instructions say 11 psi. If the MASTER gauge reads 11 psi and your gauge reads 13 psi, you must process at 13 psi when the recipe says 11.
