Waushara County 4-H Member Assessments
Each club will be assessed a membership and insurance fee annually. 
4-H Membership Dues
The membership dues pay for a small portion of the cost of project literature that each member receives throughout their 4-H career and contributes to expenses acquired by the UW-Extension office for communicating with 4-H families.  All members are assessed the same fee regardless what projects they enroll in or number of activities they participate in.  Clubs are billed at the time literature is picked up from the UW-Extension office.  There is no membership fee charged to leaders.  
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All registered members of the Waushara 4-H program are covered by a group insurance policy that promises to pay for losses resulting from injury to the extent covered.  Injury refers to bodily injury causes by an accident while participating in a 4-H activity under the supervision of a 4-H leader and during travel time to and from the event. Accidents that are a result of participating in skiing, tobogganing, sledding or tubing are not covered.  All registered volunteer leaders have the same coverage. This insurance acts as primary insurance.  Claims need to be filed through the 4-H Youth Development Agent.  

Cost per member is $1 per member.  Horse project members are an additional $1 per year.  Clubs are billed in January/February and payment is due within 60 days.  The Leaders Association pays the premium for adult volunteer leaders.  Clubs not paying their member insurance within 60 days of when the letter was sent will be subject to a $5/month late fee.  
Club Dues
[image: image2.wmf]Clubs determine how much their member dues are.  Dues should not exceed what is need for normal operational purposes.  Typically clubs have charged members the amount due for membership and insurance as club dues.  Club fund raisers typically cover the majority of club operating expenses.  Clubs may also ask families to make contributions to cover a specific operating cost, such as a book of stamps for mailing a monthly club newsletter.
