Who should attend: Teams of high school-age youth (ages 14-18) and adults (21 or older) 
who share decision-making roles in communities, schools and organizations. Groups are 
limited to 10 people with a preferred ratio of four youth to each adult. 

Accommodations: The conference maximizes the camp atmosphere with a mixture of 
learning, fun and connection-building activities. Workshops and activities are hosted in 
informal meeting rooms, the lodge hall and the dining area.  

Overnight lodging: Heated cabins. Up to 24 youth per cabin. Screened adult volunteers will 
stay in a separate area within youth cabins; other adults will be in all-adult dorms. Members 
of teams will be blended with other teams in cabins to promote fellowship.   

What to Bring: Bedding is needed–a pillow, sleeping bag or sheets/blankets, towel, 
toiletries, flashlight. For open stage–bring hand musical instruments (guitar, fiddle…), 
poetry, etc.  
 

Supervision: Male or female adult chaperones sleep in the common areas in cabins between 
units with bed checks throughout the nights. Teams are asked to designate an adult to help 
with supervision (this person needs to complete a Chaperone Expectation Statement.)
