Honoree Qualifications
4-H volunteers, external collaborating organizations and businesses, community leaders, and retired 
UW-Extension staff who have benefited from, and attribute their success to 4-H, or those who 
have made significant contributions of time, energy, and/or resources to the Wisconsin 4-H Youth 
Development program on any level, exemplifying citizenship, leadership, career accomplishments, 
character and other information. 

 
Nomination Details
Approximately 10 honorees are selected annually. Anyone may submit a nomination, which must in-
clude a Cooperative Extension educator’s signature. To be eligible for nomination, UW-Extension staff 
members must be retired for at least three years. The nominator must electronically submit a photo and 
250-word bio describing the honoree’s qualifications. Selections are made by a state committee.
